1   Introduction
The guideline introduces basic information for producing your manuscripts including fonts and spacing.
2   Manuscript Preparation

The text must occupy the full line width (the right margin is not ragged) and be in Times 10-point type and single-line spacing. No blank lines between paragraphs are required. No page numbers are printed. The final copy has to fit within 15 pages including all figures and bibliography. All bibliographical references are listed and numbered in Times 9-point and single-spaced type at the end.
2.1   Tables and Figures
Tables and figures should be numbered. Each should have a legend in Times 9-point type and be centered between the margins.
