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B A% (AR 4F F ) game record whose format is:

— address[1]-address[2]: move the piece at address[1] to address|2]
— address[1](piece): reveal the piece at address|1]
— format for address:

x 4 rows from left to right: a, b, ¢ and d



* 8 columns from bottom to top: 1, 2, 3,4, 5, 6, 7, and 8
* a7: the intersection at row “a” and column 7
— format for piece:
x upper case for the RED side: K, G, M, R, N, C, P
x lower case for the BLACK side k, g, m, r, n, ¢, p
— Examples:
1. a4-ab: move the piece at a4 to ab
2. b3(n): reveal the piece at b3 and it is a BLACK knight °
— An example of a game record:
% 2:21pm December 17, 2007 (starting date)
Lee vs Chen (Lee plays first)
1. a7(K) a8(p) (each round has 2 plys)
2. a6(G) a8-a7
3. ab-a7 c4(R)
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Chen wins (final ourcome)
